We are excited to share that in December we submitted an application for our next family and it has 
been accepted! This means that they will begin the process of interviews, medical examinations, etc. 
before final they can get final approval. This process can take from months or even a year or more, but it 
gives them hope to hang on. Pray for them.

Praise God that with your generous hearts and support, since it’s inception, the Refugee Sponsorship 
ministry has successfully seen the arrival of 16 people to Calgary where we enjoy and take for granted 
our life of peace, beauty and surety of our daily bread. These include full sponsorships and some 
partnerships for 4 families and an individual, and now there are two beautiful Canadian babies born 
since arrival! 

BVCC has completed our financial commitment to these families but continue to support, encourage, 
and offer love and friendship in any way we can, especially to those who have integrated into our church 
family. There are so many challenges to overcome in such big transition! 

The Refugee Sponsorship Team, on your behalf, continues to move forward. The need is so great, the 
requests so many, the situations so desperate, that sometimes it is overwhelming. Yet God is leading 
and opening doors for us to do our part in his service.

The team meets monthly in a 1.5 
hour Zoom to update, plan problem solve and pray. Of course, there is more commitment around arrival 
and settlement, but that is the fun and exciting part! You can be an answer to prayer! 

This ministry requires financial resources. 

We have been humbled as God has generously provided for his plan of bringing people out of distress 
through your giving. We have not required any ‘fundraisers’ even through the Pandemic! You, God’s 
people, were faithful. What a testimony to God’s provision and the power of prayer. We trust that you 
will continue to ask guidance from the Holy Spirit and act on his urging.  

Do you see God’s hand leading? Can you consider partnering with a monthly donation? Even small 
amounts together become significant. Ongoing supports helps us plan for the future. One time gifts are 
welcome anytime! We are required by Immigration to guarantee monies for settlement and monthly 
support for the first year to give refugees time to do language studies and find work.
